Most beekeepers know that you can 
move your hives around the backyard 
overnight – but only 1 m per day. This 
is because the “GPS” system of the 
bees do not reset when moved several 
metres, and they can’t find their way 
home. Alternatively, you can move a 
hive more than a few kms from their 
previous location overnight, and the 
bees will find the hive. So it’s either a 1 
m move, or several kms for a reloca-
tion. There are other theories  for 
shgifting –see previous Newsletters. 

Bee “caravan” on the move in wheelbar-
rows. 

I tried to move 2 hives at once by put-
ting each one each in a wheelbarrow, 
and moving them in a line 1 m each 
night towards the new location. The 
first couple of mornings things looked 
OK, but after 3 days things looked 

pretty bad. It seems I had created a 
“caravan” effect where the bees from 
the front hive were relocating to the rear 
hive because each morning the front 
wheelbarrow and hive was 1 m away. 
The rear wheelbarrow was exactly where 
the bees had been on the day before – 
ooops. The consequences have been – 
hive warfare with many dead bees, the 
front hive bees started constructing hon-
eycomb on the outside of the rear hive 
box,  the front hive became despondent 
and the queen absconded, the wheelbar-
rows starting filling up with water during 
the rain and threatened to flood the 
hives.  A better idea is to move one hive 
at a time, and have a wheelbarrow with 
holes in the tray.

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Crime busting App.. 

SARCIS worked closely with Associate Professor 
Elaine Barclay of the University of New England who 
identified an under reporting of stock and rural crime. 
The survey found over half of the reported crimes 
were trespassing for illegal hunting or fishing yet only 
half of those offences were reported to police. “We 
hope this new function will contribute to addressing 
the issue and believe the increased reporting will assist 
in reducing stock and rural crime generally in the long 
run,” Assistant Commissioner Hogan said. 2014 
Queensland Rural Ambassador Sarah Hannah encour-
ages the rural community to embrace the use of this 
modern technology like they are embracing new inno-
vations in their industries. “I hope the rural residents 
get on board and use this app which can help lead us 
to safer rural communities across the state,” Sarah 
Hannah said. Since the upgrade to the Policelink app 
in December 2014, the SARCIS functionality has 
been accessed 379 times. SARCIS also wants the pas-
toral and agricultural communities to keep up to date 
with crime trends and crime prevention strategies by 
following their blog site. The Policelink App is avail-
able to download for free from the internet.

The Queensland Police Service’s Stock and Rural 
Crime Investigation Squard (SARCIS) has launched a 
unique app service that is designed to make it easier 
for people to report rural crime in the State. Stock and 
Rural Crime Investigation Squad (SARCIS) has 
worked with Queensland Policelink to develop a spe-
cific crime reporting function allowing farmers in the 
pastoral and agricultural industries to instantly report 
crime. Assistant Commissioner Gayle Hogan of 
Queensland Police Crime Command said this morn-
ing that the custom designed function enabled users 
to instantly upload images and make a report without 
waiting until they were back home or in the office. 
“Most users of this function would be out on a prop-
erty when they see a crime such as trespassers or 
property damage,” Assistant Commissioner Hogan 
said. “Instead of waiting to get back to the office or 
home to report the crime they can do it straight away 
via the Policelink app or have the report saved to send 
when they next have phone coverage.”  

In 2013 SARCIS implemented Project Gatekeeper to 
encourage rural communities to shut the gate on rural 
crime. “One initiative of the project was to remove 
barriers for rural and remote residents to report suspi-

Over recent years the number of 

beekeepers in Australia has in-

creased markedly in both urban 

and regional areas. They now 

have access to a wealth of 

information about keeping 

bees and honey bee biosecu-

rity with the release of the 

book The Australian Beekeep-

ing Guide. This book was previously published under the 

title Beekeeping in 1991. 

The book draws on the knowledge and experience of 

scientists, various state and territory beehive inspectors 

and officers and, most importantly, beekeepers. It pro-

vides a strong platform for beginner beekeepers to grow 

their hobby and is a useful foundation for those contem-

plating beekeeping as a sideline or full-time commercial 

enterprise. 

Beekeeper and spokesperson for the Honey Bee and 

Pollination R&D Program, James Kershaw, said bee-

keeping was a craft, learned over a number of years. 

“Successful beekeeping is about practice, building ex-

perience and confidence. It’s a fascinating and rewarding 

hobby, a profitable sideline and, for many commercial 

operators, a full time occupation which contributes mil-

lions of dollars to the Australian economy each year,” Mr 

Kershaw said. The project has been funded by the 

Honey Bee and Pollination R&D Program, which is 

funded by the Rural Industries Research and Develop-

ment Corporation (RIRDC) and Horticulture Innovation 

Australia Limited (HIA); as well as the Victorian Depart-

ment of Economic Development.
